The University’s Carbondale campus does not have adequate segregation of duties within the P-Card
approval process. Certain P-Card holders have the ability to approve their own purchases through the

on-line P-Card approval process.

The University had not assured adequate security and control over access to or the proper disposal of
confidential information.
